We left early on Thursday morning and stopped in a service
station just outside New Orleans.

The first shape
on Friday was at 9:25. The wind was 1520 and there was
plenty of chop.

Vincent had
sailed in this race two previous times 9 he kept his crew
from total panic. Vincent, ¥. handled the foredeck while | was
middle. At the start of the first race, we got jammed up near
the committeeboat and played bumper boats. On the upwind
leg we hit a huge wave. Vincent, J. took a full body blow of
cold water. He looked around at me with a big grin on his
face and | knew w e were going to have some fun saili ng.

The next two races are a blur. We got better starts and
settled into our routines. We picked out our competition and
worked hard to beat them. True, we finished closer to the
bottom than the top but the competition there was just as
intense.

Saturday the weather was just as cold and windy, but with
rain. [Editor's note Reports are that Richard’s BSC fleee jacket
kept him warm and toasty.] The first race was uneventful. The

Sunday the wind was blowing 30 so all races were canceled
and we headed home early.

The Caldwell Cup, in particular, is our premier regatta in
honor of BSC's founder, Sam Caldwell. It is on Dave’s highly
recommended list. There is usually free food associated with
thisonetoo. Try to come out.

Starting on the line--Getting in there and mixing it up on
the starting line is often a fearful thing for new competitors.
However, this is the one place where one needs to become
accomplished so that you don't fall behind early in the game.
This activity has become a bit more user friendly since the
racing rules changed a few years back (I'll explain that in a
later article). One begins by “casing out the joint” to find the
favored end of theline (the side that's going to get you to the
1st mark by going the shortest distance). The trick is to point
your boat into the wind from both starboard and port tacks
and see which tack points you the closest to the mark...that
will be your answer. If starboard tack is closer then you will
start your race close to the committee boat, if port tack then
you will start closeto the pin. [to be continued].
